Careful with Culture Shock

There’s bound to be things that surprise
you! Set stereotypes aside and immerse
yourself in your new environment. Our
experience with Spanish language course
students allows us to offer you a few
pointers:

In Spain, people tend to act informally
and directly, not just among young
people!

Physical contact (greetings with kisses,
being in close proximity) is common. If
it makes you feel uncomfortable, just
say so.

Some of your lecturers will ask you to
call them “tu.” That’s a good thing, not
all disrespectful.

People say Spanish people aren’t
punctual, and that is true sometimes,
but punctuality is highly valued, and
class times are strict. Careful not to
miss the bus!

Most shops are closed on Sundays,
although some supermarkets open
every day. There is likely one near your
apartment.

The most common time for lunch is
2:00 pm to 3:00 pm and dinner is
usually between 9:00 pm and 11:00 pm.
It’s hard to book a table at a restaurant
at 12:30 pm for lunch and quite easy to
book one for dinner at 11:00 pm.

It will seem like activity stops between
2:00 pm and 5:00 pm. You can make
the most of this time to rest and study
a bit.

Classes run all day, from 9:00 am to
8:20 pm. Don’t worry. The last bus
leaves USJ at 8:30.

If you are a vegetarian or have an
allergy or food intolerance, ask about
the ingredients and allergens on the
menu at cafés and restaurants.

Discuss anything that surprises or
bothers you with your classmates,
friends, and lecturers. Mutual respect
and clear communication are the keys
to preventing conflict.

A few tips from your Spanish language
lecturers:

Participate in class and share ideas with
your classmates. Class is a safe space.

It doesn’t matter if you make mistakes.
You’re learning and mistakes are part of
the process.

Ask your lecturer whenever you have a
guestion and ask for tutoring.

Look for a classmate who can help you
or whom you can help.

Try to make Spanish friends in your
other classes, on campus, in Zaragoza...

Study a little bit every day. If you’re not
sure how to best go about it, we’re here
to help.

Find a place where you feel at home.

Sign up for the activities held by the
Institute of Modern Languages to learn
about and enjoy Spanish culture.

Practice your Spanish as often as you
can: at the supermarket, in the café,
waiting for the bus...

Take note of and share new expressions,
curious  cultural situations, and
misunderstandings.
